H. NEW BUSINESS:

1. The Chateau
Conceptual site Plan application
B. 14, L. 29.03

William Savo, Esqg. stated that he is the attorney for the applicant. Regarding Mr.
Hansen’s review letter, the first item refers to the Floor Area Ratio. The applicant is the
adjacent property owner to the Ryland Inn. His client has been in contact with the
Ryland Inn regarding joint access to the site. He is proposing that this will help the
viability of the Ryland Inn. Mr. Monaco stated that there is no joint access. The board
should have an integrated application regarding the joint access. Mr. Monaco stated that
as it stands now, this lot could be sold individually.

Mr. Savo informed the board that the location of the building can be moved if the board
would prefer. Mr. Sullivan stated that he did not prepare a report. He informed the board
that the ordinance was created as an incentive to help the Ryland Inn development. There
is a doubling of the Floor Area Ratio. This applicant cannot take advantage of any
incentives. If the applicant is negotiating with the Ryland Inn then the board would be
interested in reviewing the application. Mr. Savo stated that this would remain as two
separate properties. Mr. Monaco stated the applicant’s interpretation is a stretch that it is
within the spirit of the ordinance, and the board needs more protection. What is the
linkage between the Ryland Inn and this application? Mr. Savo stated that they would be
helping the Ryland Inn to be more economically viable.

Mrs. Duffy stated that she does not see the connection either between the two sites.
Mr. Savo did not feel that it was worth going through the concept application at this time.

J. OTHER BUSINESS: The ordinance subcommittee made a recommendation to send two
ordinances to the Township Committee. The first one is to the ROM-2 ordinance. The
revision would be to the recently adopted ROM1 and ROM2 zone. This change brings

back warehousing as conditional use rather than a permitted use. The other ordinance is
the renewable energy ordinance that focuses on solar energy.
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Mrs. Filler made a motion to send thee two ordinances to the Township Committee. Mr.
Klotz seconded the motion.  All in favor, No Nays recorded.

Mrs. Filler made a motion to adjourn at 8:00 p.m.  Mr. Monaco seconded the motion.
Motion was carried with a vote of Ayes all, Nays none recorded.
