I. INFORMAL REVIEW 
 
1.  Whitehouse United Methodist Church 

73 Old Highway 
  Block 13, lots 34.01 and 36 
  Capital improvement review 
 
 Julia Allen recused herself from the application. 
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Sharon Dragan, attorney for Township Committee and Phil Simms attorney for the 
Whitehouse United Methodist Church appeared before the board. 
 
 Ms. Dragan stated that this is an application for a courtesy review under the 
capital review ordinance which states that municipal capital improvement projects 
within the township are exempt from subdivision, site plan or variance if the 
following applied:  If the township is the applicant, contract purchaser, or owner of 
the property.  Additionally, if the primary purpose of the acquisition is to provide 
for permanently preserved property in fee or easement under farmland 
preservation, and there is no proposed new development.   
 
 Ms. Dragan informed the board that this is an old matter.  The township is 
the owner of Block 13, lot 34.01 which is a large piece of property behind the 
Whitehouse United Methodist Church.  Originally the property was the subject to 
the AR zone litigation.  As part of the settlement, the township purchased in 2001 
approximately 20 ½ acres from Rockaway Creek, LLC.    The intention was to place 
that property into Green Acres preservation.  The township is the owner in fee.  The 
property has been placed in Green Acres except for this one and one-half acre piece.  
At the time the township purchased the property, there was an agreement between 
the previous owner and the church that 2 acres would be added on to the 
Whitehouse Methodist Church property in exchange for the easement that is shown 
on the map.  It runs from Route 28 and it runs into the township’s property. The 
township agreed to honor that contract.  The township retained the easement 
because it makes the property more valuable for Green Acres preservation 
purposes.   
 
 At the time the township entered into the agreement with the church, the 
church was to make a subdivision application.  This was prior to the capital review 
ordinance that is now in place.  The church went before the Board of Adjustment 
and received subdivision approved.  They also made a site plan application to add 
an elevator section onto the church which was completed.  However, the subdivision 
never got perfected.  In the meantime, the church and the township entered 
negotiations as to where the easement should be located and the church wanted the 
easement to be moved so that it would follow the property line of the new property.  
She had to go back to Green Acres for approval for this change.  Green Acres 
informed Ms. Dragan that it was acceptable.   
 
 Attorney Kimson stated for the board’s information that under the capital 
ordinance and under the Municipal Land Use Law, this application comes before 
the Planning Board for review and recommendation to the governing body as to 
whether or not the board finds this favorable.   
 
 Mr. Monaco made a motion to approve this matter.  Mr. Cook seconded the 
motion.
