Sharon A. Dragan, Esq. opens Nominations for Mayor for the year 2006.

2006 Mayor=s Comments. 
 
Mayor Shamey spoke on the following highlights of 2005: 
 
FARMLAND AND OPEN SPACE PROGRAM 
 

$ Continued highly successful program; 
$ 12 farms in the 2005A PIG program, closings held on 6 farms, total of 333 acres, 

6 additional under contract; 
$ under contract with Green Acres for 232 acre YES farm and 144 acre Fallone 

property (River Road), both being sold to Green Acres for exactly what Township 
paid for the properties; 

$ successfully auctioned off Adde property on Route 22; 
$ over 7,600 acres preserved to date - some County or State owned. 

 
PLANNING 
 

$ in September, the Township submitted its Third Round COAH plan, a fully 
compliant plan which uses other methods available to the Township to satisfy 
requirements, such as group homes, RCA=s, rental units, etc., rather than being 
forced to plan for large scale inclusionary developments; 

$ cross acceptance process - participated in discussions with other municipalities, 
met over a six month period to discuss the State Plan and the future of the Route 
22 and Main Street corridors. 

 
NEW DEVELOPMENTS 
 

$ Residential - two (2) new age restricted developments: Renaissance at Readington 
(205) and Country Classics (52), both on the eastbound side of Route 22; 

$ Commercial - Commerce Bank and CVS.

$ efforts by Pulte Homes and Toll Brothers to invalidate the Township=s COAH 
plans, and in the case of Pulte to force RLSA and the Township to provide sewer 
capacity for development. 

 
Mayor Shamey also spoke about the continuing negotiations regarding Solberg Airport, various 
programs at the Township=s museums, the Township=s Recreation programs, and other events 
such as the first annual tree lighting at the Municipal Building, the installation of the Rotary 
clock at the Whitehouse train station and the AAdopt a Soldier@ ceremony at the Readington 
Reformed Church.
