The Hunterdon County Animal Response Team(CART) has been preparing
for just such an event. Legislation was passed requiring all local,county and
state emergency preparedness authorities to create animal evacuation plans.
CART is made up group of trained volunteers that are ready to respond to
animals issues in disasters. The teams are organized under each county Office
of Emergency Management(OEM). The Response team plans, collaborates
and trains to provide a coordinated disaster response.

The Hunterdon County CART have been working on obtaining sites in the
area to house pets and livestock. The Team is asking the Readington
Township community for help. If you are willing to house animals on a
temporary basis during a disaster, please fill out the response information
below and fax the form to Joel Kerwin, OEM Coordinator for Readington
Township.
